Data:

“original8.html” – an HTML table with the original 8-evaluator annotations.  The dataset comprises 8 collections of sentences (“chunks”); each sentence within the same collection was analyzed by the same trio of annotators, with 8 distinct triplets of annotators overall. Annotators are encoded with letters L, T,  I, M, O, Y, A, and N.    

“additional5.html” – an analogous HTML table with additional set of 5-evaluator annotations per sentence; 1,000 sentences sampled from the set of nearly 10,000 original sentences.  Annotators are encoded as A1, A2, A3, A4, and A5. 

Note that the original alphanumeric annotation codes are converted into in integer codes differently in the two tables.
