All 500 samples tested by microscopic agglutination test (MAT) using 6 Leptospira serovars





MAT negative with titre < 1:20 for serovars:


– Sokoine (475 samples)


– Grippotyphosa (490 samples)


– Hardjo  (500 samples)


– Pomona (499 samples)


– Canicola (486 samples)


– Kenya (500 sample)








MAT positive with titre ≥ 1:20 for 


– Sokoine 		(25 samples)


– Grippotyphosa 	(10 samples)


– Hardjo 		(no sample)


– Pomona 		(1 sample)


– Canicola		(14 samples)


– Kenya 		(no sample)


Total positive    = 50 (10%)





MAT positive with serovar Sokoine as standard local antigen 


Positive ≥ 1:20  = 25 (5%)*











MAT negative with serovar Sokoine as standard local antigen
