P-values from Chi-squared analysis using 7X2 contingency table are shown. By the 9th quantile, 65 days, some experimental groups (nylon-challenged) have begun to differ significantly from other groups. Groups other than nylon, i.e. bacteria-challenged and procedural controls, did not differ significantly at day 69 (10th quantile of overall survival time) (P>0.23), but these groups did suffer significantly reduced survival by day 120 (20th quantile) (P<0.05).
