Although there was no significant difference in the average fundamental frequency of the English and Tamil speakers, significant differences were observed in the average peak frequencies of the first and second formants (Table S1). In general, the first formant in Tamil speech was lower than in English speech, and the second formant was higher. Assuming that the vocal tracts of the American and Indian speakers are not different anatomically, this comparison of frequency characteristics indicates that the differences in average spectra between emotional conditions in Tamil and English arise from differences in the distributions of vowel phones in these languages.
