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In order to determine whether further analyses could avoid the inclusion of a group that represented 1% of the respondents, we conducted between-group comparisons considering UTIL, NON-UTIL, and MAJORITY participants. We found no differences (all p > .05) in demographic or cultural variables [age (F3,1321 = 2.2), gender (χ2 = 2.26), moral knowledge (F3,1321 = 1.72), or religiosity (F3,1321 = 2.3)] (Table 1 in main text). Again, while groups did not differ significantly on fantasy (F3,1321 = 3.1, p = .07), perspective taking (F3,1321 = 1.03, p = .34), or personal distress (F3,1321 = 0.36, p = .70), a significant difference was found for empathic concern (F3,1321 = 44.2, p < .001). Bonferroni post hoc comparisons revealed that UTIL participants showed significantly lower empathic concern (EC) than both NON-UTIL (p < .001) and MAJORITY (p < .001) groups, while the latter two exhibited no pairwise differences (p = .41). 
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
