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Figure S2. Percentage genomic lengths of each exon relative to the total length of its flanking introns.  To underscore the fact that locating an exon in dystrophin is akin to finding a needle in a haystack, the percentage of the length of an exon relative to the total length of its 3’ and 5’ intron sequences is computed and is plotted here. The majority of the exons constitute less than 1% of their intronic lengths and even the highest percentage is less than 7%.
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
