c The high number of bacteria recovered in the intestine of latex bead-injected, gentamicin-treated flies is not due to a failure of the antibiotics treatment but most likely to the adsorption of bacteria present in the body cavity to the gut. Indeed, flies infected by septic injury also display a high number of bacteria associated with the gut, even though those flies have not been orally infected. We have checked by microscopy that few viable bacteria were present in the gut lumen of such flies.

Qualitatively similar results have been obtained with a 4 hour period of Db11 feeding.
